The Foundation will do its best to ensure
that the providers you are given will be the same throughout your treatment and
are fully trustworthy.

What happens if the homecare service provided is not up to standard?
Contact the Foundation immediately and we will work with the provider to resolve
the issue as quickly as possible.

How much does supportive care cost?

This service is offered by the Foundation FREE OF CHARGE. The Foundation’s
mission is to ease the burden for women undergoing breast cancer treatment and
their families.

What are the benefits of using Supportive Care?

Chemotherapy and/or radiation treatment can be very debilitating and can take
an enormous toll, not just on the patient, but the family as well. Patients need to
focus on regaining strength and their health - by taking advantage of the
homecare services it will endeavour to ease the stress and make life a little more
comfortable not having to worry about domestic chores and the like.
